Anna Marie Graham 
Note: At her own request, there will be no 
funeral Mass for Anna Marie. However, our 
Mass on July 3, 8:30 am, will be celebrated 
in her memory.

With heavy hearts and grateful spirits, 
we announce the passing of Anna Marie 
Graham, born July 1, 1937, in Eau Claire, 
Wisconsin-where the winters were for 
skating and the summers were spent swim-
ming in the neighborhood lake.

At 12 years old, Anna moved to Portland, 
Oregon—an event she famously described 
as “a complete upheaval” of her life. 
Unhappy with having to leave her friends 
behind, Anna with her signature scowl 
displayed in many of the photos from the 
roadtrip, made her way to Portland with 
her parents and sister, Pat. But Portland 
didn’t stand a chance. She made new 
friends, found new adventures, and gradu-
ated from Immaculata Academy on June 
18, 1955. She later attended the University 
of Portland, where she met the one and 
only Don Graham, who would become the 
love of her life. They were married at St. 
Andrew’s Church in 1956, a union that 
blessed them (and all of us) with five chil-
dren and many years of beautiful chaos.

Anna was a devout Catholic, deeply in-
volved in The Madeleine Parish, The Haitian 
Project, and the SMART Reader program. 
Her faith was the quiet thread that wove 
through every part of her life, even as she 
transitioned from pews to YouTube, tuning 
into 10 a.m. Mass every Sunday from her 

living room.

camping, 
boating, and 
practically 
l iv ing on 
Government 
Island. She 
taught us to be thoughtful and polite. She 
worried constantly-about her children, her 
grandchildren-but we knew that was her 
way of loving us fiercely.

After Don passed away, life threw her 
one of its hardest tests. But Anna, with 
her quiet grit and unwavering faith, walked 
forward. Literally. Two miles a day, every 
day. Her daily walks, exercise class with her 
favorite instructor, and ever-thoughtful 
planning kept her heart and spirit in mo-
tion. She was the master planner and if she 
ever began a sentence with, “I was think-
ing,” brace yourself.

Anna Marie Graham was grace, grit, 
and gumption all wrapped into one deeply 
loving package. We’ll miss her unmatched 
wit and loving smile. She leaves behind a 
legacy of kindness, strength, and an un-
shakable sense of family.

Rest well, Mom. You did everything-and 
you did it with love.
